‘Hot Spot found on Saturn’

Space really caught my at-
tention.

It began with a blip about
Astronomers on top of a Ha-
waiian volcano discovering
a hot spot at the tip of Sat-
urn's south pole.

This spot is thought to be
like a warm polar vortex, a
weather pattern similar to a
jet stream on Earth, which
happens in the upper atmos-
phere.

They say this hot vortex is
the first ever discovered in
the solar system. “The team
of scientists said the images
are the sharpest thermal
views of Saturn ever taken
from the ground. Their work
will be a published in Fri-
day's editions of the journal
Science.

There are polar vortex’s on
Earth, Jupiter, Mars and Ve-
nus, and all are cold the arti-
cle said, but this is the first
hot vortex.

Some of the arguments for
the hot spot, stated that it is
because Saturn has been sit-
ting in the Sun light for the
last 18 years. However if

this was the reason, the tem-
perature should increase
gradually with the increase in
latitude, but the Scientist
found that it did not.

There is certainly something
interesting going on out in
space, and we should be get-
ting more information when
the Cassini spacecraft’s infra-
red spectrometer sends back
it’s data as it is presently or-
biting Saturn.

When Paul Hewitt gave his
workshop last October 2004,
one of the fascinating com-
ments Paul made was that
every time NASA sent out a
spacecraft to a Planet, the en-
ergy that we normally deal
with from that Planet, now
became greatly magnified.

When Mars was being
viewed, and especially when
it passed so close to Earth, the
aggression and all Mars type
energies became greatly ex-
panded.
