For half the year of 1926 from
May to November — except for
July — there was a Fixed Grand
Square in the sky. For 2005-2006
it was only about 3 months and the
planets didn’t move as fast as the
1926 planets in the Grand 0.

Doesn’t it feel like there is a big
change to come? It is said that ®
& Ztindicate a change in politics
and if there is no change then it is
a certain change in policies.

I wondered if the previous Grand
O was the seed of the economic

depression? The Grand B cer-
tainly started to get things going in
Germany prior to WWIL 1
thought a Grand B would initiate

some sort of tragedy or dangerous
situation that once started you
can’t stop and would have to ride
it out. I was surprised to discover
that there weren’t any worse than
they have been at other times or so
I thought.

Canadian Political History

I perused the annals of history in
my quest to see if history makes
the man or the man makes history

when the transiting Grand B is in
action. I was to discover our own
Canadian PMs (Prime Minister)
who had a Grand O in their chart.
There were 3.

The 1¥ PM was Mackenzie Bowell
who was forced to resign by his
cabinet but was not allowed to
resign because the next-chosen
PM was in England at the time and
Bowell had to wait until Tupper
returned to relieve him as party
leader and Prime Minister. This is
what I expected of the Grand B, to

The 2™ PM you are more familiar with
and perhaps fed-up with....Jean Chré-
tien. Jean has a Grand O in his horo-
scope and hung-on to be elected leader
of the Liberals and therefore the next
PM, when Trudeau finally left. Chré-
tien appears to be using the law system
to do all he can to discredit the Gomery
Enquiry from addressing Liberal vulgar
excesses.

The 3" is PM-elect is Stephen Harper.
Who is he? We will find out soon
enough!

Could a previous Ingress foretell what
would be, in comparison with our re-
cent ingress?

When the Grand B was occurring in

the spring-summer of 1926 a scandal in
the Customs Department was exposed.
PM King knowing he would be de-
feated with a non-confidence vote be-
cause of the scandal, asked Governor-
General (GG) Lord Byng to dissolve
Parliament and call an election.

This augured in the infamous “King-
Byng Wing Ding affair” (1 didn’t make
that up!) as GG Lord Byng refused PM
King’s request to dissolve parliament to
have an election so PM King resigned.

The "King-Byng Affair" inflamed Ca-
nadian nationalist sentiment since it
was felt the GG, a British government
appointee, had overstepped his bounds
and that this was a sign of excessive
British influence in Canadian politics.
King was waiting his time to divide &
conquer and this was his opportunity to
exploit, claiming a British born GG
should not interfere with the rights of
Canadians to govern themselves.

So opposition leader, Meighen,
by decree of the GG, formed the
next government on 29 June
1926. Instead of adjourning Par-
liament, Meighen gave up his
own seat but appointed Acting
Ministers. Under the rules of
that era, ministers once appointed
had to resign their seats and be
re-elected in a by-election. As
Meighen was appointed without
the approval of the electorate, he
was prevented by parliamentary
tradition from sitting in the
House. The PM was not able to
debate, which was his strength
against King.

The King’s Liberal opposition
called for a vote on the constitu-
tional right of Meighen to gov-
ern, arguing that if the Acting
Ministers were legally running
their departments, they must va-
cate their seats; if they did not
hold office legally, they had no
right to govern.

This did the trick and Meighen
lost a critical division by 1 vote
and Meighen’s government
lasted only 4 days.

GG Byng had no choice then but
to dissolve parliament and call a
new election for 14 September
1926. Meighen remained PM for
the summer until that election.

Summer Ingress of 22
June 1926

PM King’s Liberal government
was ruling until 28 June 1926.

The Ruler of the MC (the King’s
Government) was void Sk in
the house of Secrets, Undoings,
Clandestine activities, etc., and
involved in that Grand Fixed O.

It will continue on
to explore the Kuiper comet belt (until
2025) where a larger object than Pluto
has been discovered nicknamed
“Xena”, stated Mike Brown of the
California Institute of Technology.

The astronomer Clyde Tombaugh
discovered Pluto in 1930. He passed
away in 1997 and some of his ashes
are on the probe. His 94 year old
widow, Patricia was said to have tears
in her eyes as she watched the lift off.
