this county was not just with the 
Native Americans, (First Nation 
People) but also with France.  We 
negotiated and compromised our 
options and the future is now 
lived in peace and compromised 
harmony. 
 
We have two official languages, 
our France compromise, and long 
term lease/treaty agreements with 
the First Nation People, compro-
mise. 
 
Our beginnings as a New Moon 
Nation, which at the time included 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, 
Ontario, and Quebec,  covered the 
9th and 10th house with the Moon 
applying first to Uranus at 8 de-
grees Cancer and then the Sun at 9 
degrees Cancer.  The Dominion of 
Canada at the time held many 
Europeans, Brits, Irish, and Fran-
cophobes and First Nations Peo-
ple all working to make a new 
home free of the old world.  This 
New freedom would come at a 
price.  
 
Today the toll is being demanded 
by the ferryman.  We as a multi-
cultural community have ties to 
the old world still fresh in our be-
ing.

The outer wheel is set for 
the arrest of 17 people, living in 
and around the Greater Toronto 
Metropolis.  
 
The 7 month investigation uncov-
ered the plot to explode a bomb in 
an undisclosed area in the city of 
Toronto.   
 
Terrorism is ruled by Pluto and 
terror is ruled by Saturn. In this 
chart we have the MC at 12 de-
grees of Scorpio with Jupiter in

tion with Mercury in Cancer in 
the 6th house of the arrest Chart, 
and Jupiter and Pluto are in Mu-
tual reception as well.

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June 2006 Ottawa Ingress rules for reading an Ingress chart by Inge  

The Ingress for June 2006 set for the Ottawa Capital 
is displayed with the chart of Canada and the Pro-
gressed Canada Chart.  It would be interesting to 
view what is coming up for the Government elect, 
based on our National Chart.   
 
The Chart of Canada is set for our Independence 
from The British Monarchy and as such is the birth-
mark of all who call themselves Canadian. In effect, 
this chart represents an entity with a goal and a set 
of ideals.  The rules for reading an ingress chart are 
shown below as written by Inge Lohse posted on the 
Astrology Edmonton website under mundane arti-
cles: 
The word mundane means worldly, and in astrology, 
refers to the houses of the chart because they rule 
worldly affairs - man made conditions on the face of 
the earth.  An Ingress chart is set for the entry of the 
Sun into the four cardinal signs: 

Aries - Cancer - Libra - Capricorn  

The Sun is always at zero degrees. An Ingress chart 
can be set for any location.  Setting the Ingress Chart 
for the capital city of a country indicates conditions 
for the entire country, as that country is being gov-
erned from that particular location.

ASC - 1st house shows the Com-
mon people at 7 degrees Libra 01’, 
ruled by Venus in Gemini in the 9th 
house.  As a Nation, we are made 
up of a variety of people with a 
desire for high ideals and fair laws.  
We are a peaceful people with 
strong family values.  We welcome 
all cultures with the same philoso-
phies.  The people are not always 
in agreement with the budget set 
out by the Government and they 
have to make many adjustments.

(Venus in the 9th, Moon in Cancer,
