New Horizons probe was launched
on January 19", 2006 at 2 P.M.
EST from Cape Canaveral. This is
the first space probe to Pluto. The
rocket carrying New Horizons is
very fast, it got to the moon's orbit
in just 9 hours and was nearly 1
million miles away from Earth just
24 hours after its launch.

An article at www.usatoday.com
by the Associated Press states that
information will be sent back to us
about July 14, 2015 when New
Horizons is to arrive at Pluto. It
will continue on to explore the
Kuiper comet belt (until 2025)
where a larger object than Pluto
has been discovered nicknamed
“Xena”, stated Mike Brown of the
California Institute of Technology.
The astronomer Clyde Tombaugh
discovered Pluto in 1930. He
passed away in 1997 and some of
his ashes are on the probe. His 94
year old widow, Patricia was said
to have had tears in her eyes as she
watched the lift off.
