Both
the Sun and Pluto are at a
critical degree and square
each other. Powerful egos
are at cross purposes. Pluto
is in the 11th house of the
legislature and rules the 9th
house of the provinces. Ve-
nus, ruler of the 8th house of
taxation and insurance has
just completed a trine to
Pluto, recent legislation al-
lowing some tax deductions
and revisions to insurance

The 4th house opposition parties are ruled by Mercury in Virgo, dignified by sign, but retrograde by motion. There will be a
lot of back and forth rhetoric talk about defeating the ruling Harper government. Interesting to note there are three opposi-
tion parties and there are three planets intercepted in Virgo in the 7th house of partnerships. There will be no consensus
between the 3 opposition leaders until all 3 planets are out of interception and that will be at the end of October when Sat-
urn reaches the critical degree of 0 Libra.
